Dear Constituent, 
 

I wanted to write to let you know how strongly I am apposed to the latest round of post office  

closures.  
 

The plans to close another three post offices in this constituency beggar belief - particularly as using 

alternative branches isn’t a realistic option for most people. Since the Haverstock Hill sub-post office 

was closed, the offices at both Hampstead Village and Finchley Road have seen increased queues 

and decreased services, with customers already having to wait far too long to be served.  
 

These closures will really affect the most vulnerable people in our community; the elderly, the  

disabled and families with small children, all of whom rely on being able to get to a local post office 

easily. Shutting these will also disadvantage other small businesses and shops in the area.  
 

Labour Mayor Ken Livingstone is considering mounting a legal challenge to the Post Office’s  

consultation. Together with Labour Deputy Mayor Nicky Gavron, I will fight to oppose all the  

proposed local closures. I’ll also be asking the Lib Dem / Tory - run Camden Council why they 

aren’t doing more to support local post offices.  Saving local post offices isn’t even mentioned in 

Camden Council’s Community Strategy. I want to know why.  
 

I believe there are more creative ways of saving post offices by increasing their functions so that they 

could be paid as Council information points, or by creating innovative partnerships which could see 

some post offices opening in libraries. Moreover, council payments, and child trust funds could be 

put through post offices to increase their turnover and services to the public. Westminster Council 

have announced they are looking into some of these options in order to minimize the financial losses 

incurred by post offices. I would like to see Camden Council also being more proactive to prevent 

post office closures.  
 

The Post Office are currently holding a consultation on this issue, so we have only four short weeks 

left to make our views heard. As your MP, I would like to know your views on this very important 

matter, and any responses I receive I will pass on to Royal Mail so that your comments get directly to 

the people making the decisions. As such, I would urge you to fill out the response form overleaf, 

and return it to our address as soon as possible.
