As you may know, the Prime Minister launched DECC’s ‘Road to Copenhagen’ document
on Friday 26" June, along with his new proposals for an interational climate financing
package.

The ‘Road to Copenhagen’ publication and accompanying pamphlet aim to build the case
for action on climate change in Copenhagen in December this year, and set out the UK’s
key priorities for an ambitious international agreement. It makes the scientific and
economic case for action, explains the key policy elements of our strategy for the
negotiations and sets out the international process leading up to the Copenhagen summit.
It highlights the benefits to the UK of a low carbon economy at home and overseas and
sets out our emerging position on climate finance, forestry and governance, giving us the
opportunity to show real leadership on some of the key issues in the debate and shape
discussions in the coming months.

The ‘The Road to Copenhagen’, forms part of a sequence of climate-related
announcements in late June and early July. UK Climate Impacts, published a week earlier,
highlighted the scale of potential future risks and the National Security Strategy identified
climate as a security challenge. The Road to Copenhagen focuses on the UK'’s
international response and DECC’s Climate and Energy White paper, will set out our
domestic agenda. We have also worked closely with DFID to ensure that we present a
complementary agenda through the ‘The Road to Copenhagen’, and the International
Development White Paper.

Alongside the launch of the ‘The Road to Copenhagen’, the Prime Minister announced the
UK’s international climate financing package and a call for similar action from other
developed countries. This announcement has been welcomed by key stakeholders around
the world and is seen as a bold step in moving the international negotiations forwards.
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
